Amy has the CBCW program off to a good start and has handled all bumps in the beginning weeks of the season.  Boaters seem to vent other landing issues to the monitors.  These are noted “for the record”.  

Our funding for CBCW allows for $4000 per landing.  We only pay $10/hr. Which may hamper hiring.  To raise the pay we would have to decrease the number of hours of coverage on each landing.  

Lake Nancy and Gilmore Lake associations have both made $1000 contributions to our coffers.

The check from the Town for their share of the cost of the macrophyte survey has been delivered and the share from the DNR will come upon completion.

Big Sand, Pokegama, Big Bass and Kimball lakes will be surveyed by Matt Berg.  Matt hopes to have the surveys completed by mid – July.

The education piece of this grant for surveys will take the form of a newsletter and local presentations to share the survey information.  Please think of articles you could add to this newsletter.  

The area lakes with milfoil and lake management plans have periodic aquatic macrophyte surveys as part of those plans.

Our next meeting will be after we have more dates and info from Matt.

Learn About Your Lakes series will be a four session series held at the Minong Town Hall mid  June to mid July.  These are free events and this committee has been asked to help with set-up, clean-up and refreshments.

Lisa handed out brochures for us to distribute and will send a PDF for us to share online.

Lisa will also be handling all the equipment needed for presentations.

Our website is out of date.  Russ talked of a young person from Gilmore Lake who is handling their website.  It was moved, seconded and unanimously approved that Russ should approach this young woman and offer her (up to $250) a fee for updating ours and then a yearly fee to keep it current.  We would come up with a procedure to get appropriate information to her.

Pamela talked about the Grant Process“listening session” being held June 23rd 5 – 8 PM.  John and Russ are on the list of potential attendees.

There will be a Healthy Lakes presentation at the Minong Town Hall August 12th, 6 – 7 PM. (The same presentation will be given at Hunt Hill July 29th)

Northwest Lakes Conference is June 24th.

Washburn County Lakes and River is planning an informational packet to be sent to ALL shoreline owners.

We need to check their method of pulling mailing address with the county system.  This could make the mailing of our newsletter much more streamlined.
