MTLC Minutes –5-24-2018

Present: Laurie Johnson, Warren Heuer, Don Olson, John Ney, Sally Dahlby, Linda Featherly, Lisa Burns (Dave Granstrand, Steve Johnson, Terry Flaherty) 

Laurie reviewed the minutes from the September meeting. 

Don reported we started the calendar year with approximately $9,500. Expenses this year include t-shirts, cap, and aprons for CBCW ($240).
Amy has received $1,500 of her pay for the season and the monitors have been paid $2,500 thus far. 
With the first installment of grant money we have a current balance of $13,189.60.
Some of the original $10,000 that was set in the town budget remains. (approximately $3,000) 
We have received a $1,000 check from the Gilmore Lake Association 

Lisa shared the schedule and topics for the education events in July and August. She will ask more specifically for our help as the dates near. (7/21, 7/28, 8/4, 8/11)
Burnett and Washburn Counties have formed a Zebra Mussel Management Team. See WCLRA.org for their report. 
Washburn County has adopted a decontamination ordinance but enforcement is a tough issue.
Burnett County and Washburn County (BCLRA WCLRA) have applied for a rapid response grant for dealing with decontamination and testing lakes. Setting priorities for which lakes and which practices will be difficult. 

Linda Featherly spoke of a proposed development of 25 (possibly 15 lots) homes on a 37 acre lakeshore parcel on Gilmore Lake.
The County Zoning Meeting where this topic will be discussed is July 
24th, 3:30 PM. There will be a “citizens comment” opportunity. The meeting agenda can be found on the county website. 

John Ney reviewed the status of the Clean Boats, Clean Waters 
(CBCW) boat inspection project. It is again off to a great start, thanks to the work of our project coordinator, Amy Wandel. As in past years, the DNR grant to the Town of Minong is $32,000. Of this, $8,000 is paid in advance, and the Town loans the MTLC $24,000 to conduct the project. The loan will be 
repaid in October after the final payment request is processed by the DNR. At John’s request, the MTLC authorized an extra $2,000 for boat inspections to be used as Amy sees fit. 

Dave Granstrand from Kimball Lake told us “all is well”, no change from last year except a beaver dam. No Wake signage has been used and activity has diminished on Upper Kimball Lake. 

Terry Flaherty from Lake Nancy reported that their many years of chemically treating EWM on their lake has proved highly successful. 

Steve Johnson from Minong Flowage (past president of their lake association) spoke of the success and then challenges with EWM on their waters. A 150 page management plan currently allows limited treatment. Annual draw downs may be the next step. 
Steve also spoke of the shoreline destruction (on the islands) caused by heavy holiday boat traffic. The Minong Flowage Lake Association monitors the DNR landing and have a board member who coordinates this with the Boy Scouts. 

Anna McCloskey will continue to update and maintain our website for the near future. We will reimburse her for the $38 domain fee as well as her maintenance fee of $50. 

There will be another meeting this summer, just not sure when.
