Laurie gave a brief summary of notes from meeting of October 10, 2018.

CBCW

Amy reported that the weather produced a slow start to the monitoring season.  Flooding was an issue in some locations.  


Monitors are at full head counts despite four leaving the ranks.  Those were replaced and the roster is complete again.


Drain Campaign was to be the following weekend.  Key chains etc. from educations series last year would be handed out.


Monitors reported someone had backed into the decontamination station.  There still seems to be traffic flow problems at the Flowage ramp.  Again suggested that the traffic should go ONE WAY on that access road.

John Ney reported on the grant process.  $32,000 total grant monies.

$8000 is advanced to us by WDNR via the Town Board to get started. The Town Board then loans MTLC $24,000 to conduct the rest of the annual program.  The WDNR reimburses the Town $24,000 when John writes the annual project report/reimbursement expense.


John also noted that we have 8 landings that are monitored.  Some are staffed more hours than others.  Since the committee has received donations from Lake Associations, it is felt the hours should be increased from 2,600 to 3,000.  Those donations would cover that increase.  Increased hours would be at the lakes where donations came from.    



He also proposed that Amy should benefit from those monies in the form of a bonus.  She IS our CBCW program.  Amy works as an independent contractor so there is no personnel processing.

Sally placed a motion on the floor to do just that.  With discussion from Terry Flaherty and a second, the motion was amended to read that Amy's salary would be increased $600 to reflect the bonus amount prorated over previous and future pay periods.  Motion carried.


Lisa Burns has said that there is no current update on the zebra mussel situation.  Yellow flag iris has also become an issue as an invasive.  Lake users should note and report their presence on the shoreline.  This specie is a source of poison to the habitat of all lake life.

Attendees reported:

Kimball is quiet. 

Pokegama has a new blade in the culvert.

Bass Lake had high water at the landing and it seems to be an issue with shorelines erosion.

Sand is quiet as well and has same high water issues.  The burning of The Barrens make life interesting for residents who live on that area of the lake.

Horseshoe has three more patches of EWM.  They will be applying a liquid herbicide in mid June (paid for by their lake association).  They are working on a long range plan and how to implement said plan.

Gilmore after 9 years of dealing with EWM are still in the hunt and fight.  Their periodic in-flooding affects the spread.

Minong Flowage has their annual meeting next Saturday.  The dam fluctuations have been quite disruptive.  No one at Renewable World Energies seems to be “minding the store”.  There is talk of a one foot draw down for repairs as well as a program for five feet of winter draw down to freeze out EWM.  

Nancy is dealing with high water as well.  They have not treated EWM for two years (started about 1992).  They do not want to promote resistant strains.

They do still budget funds for treatments of EWM and zebra mussels.

Speed seems to be an issue in areas on that body of water. Terry Flaherty noted that having a plan for aquatic plant management is a worthwhile thing to do.

Linda Featherly talked a bit about the development on Gilmore.  She also stated that the County would like to be able to budget Lisa Burn's job rather than have it grant dependent. Also the Town Board has instituted an ordinance for rental licenses on lake property.

A date for a Fall meeting will be decided at a later time.
